MISSIONS FEST LANCASTER 

SALES POLICY 

A single point of sale (POS) will be provided to exhibitors to sell items including books, resource 

manuals, and missions-related CDs and DVDs through an arrangement with the book table, which 

will be located in the foyer of the auditorium. 

Exhibitors are allowed to distribute free of charge CDs, DVDs, literature and missions-related 

materials at their booth.   

Handcrafts, artifacts and other items are not to be sold or offered for a donation at the Conference. 

The rationale behind this policy: 

¶ To eliminate a marketplace mentality and sense of competition on the exhibitor floors, 

remaining true to the purposes and mission of the event.   

¶ To reach those who may feel that commercialism and/or consumerism at a missions event is 

negative and a turn off. 

¶ To satisfy the tax implication which sales on the floor brings with it, especially for agencies 

that come from outside Pennsylvania. 

¶ To be fair to all agencies ï some agencies may be opposed to any sales at the event. 

PA Sales Tax & Overhead 

Books and materials sold are subject to 6% Pennsylvania sales tax. This tax will be added to 

sale price of each item. In addition, Missions Fest Lancaster will require a 15%* assessment of 

each item for sale to cover the cost of the POS service. Please price your books and materials 

accordingly.  

*Note: Due to sales of more than 50% of sales being paid for by credit card, we need to increase 

our service fee by 5%.   

Example:  If your agency wants to receive $10.00 for an item sold, the price must include 15% 

(POS service) plus 6% (sales tax) thus the final cost would be $12.19. Prices are to be rounded 

up or down to the next even dollar therefore the item would be priced at either $12.00 or 

$13.00. Each agency is responsible for pricing their items. (please do not cover the ISBN code)  

Agencies have the option to ship books to the Missions Fest Lancaster at the address below or to 

bring them directly to the conference. Items shipped to the office must be received at the office no 

later than February 10, 2012. Items brought directly to the conference should be brought to the book 

sales table where they will be inventoried and checked in by a staff member. Please fill out a Books 

and materials Sales Sheet provided in this application. 

Each box of items for sale must have the agency name, contact person and phone number on the 

outside of the box. 



 

A completed inventory sheet must be filled in and accompany the boxes.  

 

 All shipments to the office must arrive not later than February 10, 2012.  Please ship all

1. Applications will only be considered upon receipt of both the Exhibitorôs Space Application 

form (enclosed), duly completed, and payment in full of the amount due for the space or spaces 

sought, as well as any extra materials or services ordered. 

2. Applications will be considered on a ñfirst comeò basis; however, Missions Fest reserves the right 
to exercise its complete discretion in the event of any tie or other dispute. 

3. Accepted applicants will be notified as soon as possible. 

4. Applicants not accepted will likewise be notified, as well as have any payment made returned or 

repaid in full. 

5. Cancellation of any registration shall be made in writing.  Cancellations received before the first 

of November of any year shall receive a refund of total amount paid, less $50.00.  Cancellations 

received after that date will receive no refund.  No exception will be made. 

6. Payments may be made by either a check payable to Missions Fest Lancaster, or by credit card 

(Visa or MasterCard only). 

7. Missions Fest reserves the right to exercise its complete discretion in regard to the number of 

exhibitors, the number of exhibition spaces, and the configuration, combination and floor plan of 

exhibition. 

8. Missions Fest reserves the right to refuse any application for any reason, or impose conditions 

upon any application or to cancel any registration for any reason with cause.  Cause shall include:

comply with conditions imposed at registration, if any.
